Heating
Oil Boiler
The cottage is heated with an oil combi boiler.  The room temperature required is set with a remote dial – this is usually set at around 18 – 20 degrees C depending on weather, it can be changed if required.  The water and heating timing and on/off are controlled from unit on the wall near the kitchen door.  Instructions for this are included in the folder.  As the water is warmed when taps are turned on it may take a few seconds to reach temperature.  The timer for the heating is set to come on for 3 hours in the morning and 3 hours in the evening.  To run heating on the timer set the option on the wall to ‘auto’.  This can be overridden by setting the option to ‘on’ or ‘off’.  Further instructions for the heating controller can be found in the blue folder in the kitchen drawer.
We would be grateful if heating is turned off if not required so that oil is not burned unnecessarily.

THE HOT WATER IS VERY HOT PLEASE TAKE CARE
Temperature of individual rooms can be controlled using thermostatic valves on the radiators.

Log Burner
A supply of logs is provided, and we can supply additional logs if required.  Please use metal ash cans provided and leave outside gate for collection.  Please ask if help is required with the log burner.  










FIRE SAFETY
STRICTLY NO SMOKING AND NO CANDLES OR OTHER NAKED FLAMES

PLEASE READ FIRE SAFETY NOTICE AND OBSERVE EXIT ROUTES IN CASE OF FIRE.

Do not disable any fire or carbon monoxide alarms/detectors.
Do not move the fireproof rug from the front of the fireplace if stove is in use.
Keep fireguard in front of stove when stove is in use.
The torches provided are for emergency use only.Please do not leave appliances such as dishwasher or washing machine running when guests have gone to bed or have gone out.
Please note that a fire extinguisher and fire blanket is provided in the kitchen.  Guests are requested to familiarise themselves with these in case of emergency.   

In accordance with regulations introduced in 2023 we  now have fire resistant doors fitted to the living room leading into the hall and into all bedrooms.  For fire safety please keep these doors closed.  Emergency motion sensor power cut lights are plugged in appropriate locations.  These should not be removed unless required in an emergency.

EVACUATION PROCEDURE:
Exit the property via the safest route and assemble in driveway or track or wherever is safest.
Each bedroom has one wide opening window positioned at the correct height for emergency exit in case of fire.  The main bedroom fully opening window looks over the driveway.  All upstairs windows have child locks for safety.  These take the form of a metal catch in the upper corner of the window which can be lifted to release it.  
Please take note of above fire safety precautions and also of signs indicating steps, trip hazards and low beams.




OTHER SAFETY ISSUES AND GENERAL INFORMATION
Be aware that there is an unfenced drop onto the patio from each side.
Please pick up after your dogs and keep dogs under close control as we have sheep grazing nearby.  Do ask us if you would like suggestions for local walks. 
The outside areas allocated for use of guests comprise the front and rear gardens both of which are enclosed by fence and/or  hedging.   The public footpath passes alongside the cottage.  We would appreciate it if guests respect our animals and property by staying within the allocated area  and public footpath.  Access to any other areas of the owners’ property should be with permission only.  If you are interested in our livestock or conservation projects we would be happy to show you round. 

Please do not touch or feed grazing animals, or put hands through gates etc.  
Please do not use drones or release balloons or similar on to our property – these can cause stress and injury to horses and livestock. 


DRIVING TO THE COTTAGE
As the cottage is situated at the end of the owners’ private track, we would be grateful if guests would drive slowly and with caution along here.  It must be noted that the track is also a public footpath which passes across the driveway of the cottage, although this path is very little used by the public, it is essential that there is access to cross the driveway on foot to proceed along the footpath.  We would also like to draw attention to the fact that we use the track for horses, cars and farm vehicles and moving sheep or goats.  

Please ask if you require logs for the log burner – we have a good supply of dry logs and we do not charge for this.

When you leave
We will notify you on arrival of latest departure  time on last day of your holiday – this may vary depending on when the next guests are due in and when cleaning help is available.  However it would not be before 10 am and would usually be later.  
We would be grateful if when you leave you lock the door and put the key through the letterbox.  If you are leaving before the designated time we would be grateful if you could let us know.
